1884 (Oct 23): Registered cover to Lisbon franked by 1882 50 r. yellow tied by 
bold strike of "Correio / Sta. Cruz (Flores)" datestamp in black. Registration label at left and 
arrival cds on reverse of a scarce cover.

Mozambique. 1828 (Aug 17): Entire letter to Lisbon written from Mozambique and mailed 
via a Portuguese ship around the Cape, struck on arrival with fine "CORRo. MARITIMO" 
handstamp in blue, rate mark '320' reis at upper right and framed Lisbon arrival datestamp 
on reverse (Jan 4, 1829). A delightful and rare entire in superb condition. 6 4'500 (€ 3'015 )

1875 (Feb 4): Cover and complete original contents written from Mozambique, brittle and 
browned envelope addressed to Lisbon with manuscript "Via Aden" at upper left, struck 
with Lisbon arrival datestamp on reverse (March 15) and on front with framed "VIA 
MARSELHA" and rate marking '250' reis. Despite small imperfections a scarce and most 
unusual cover.

1897 (May 23): 20 r. red on buff stationery card, up-rated with 1892 10 r. claret tied by 
Mozambique cds in blue; mailed via "Zanzibar" (May 29) and "Aden" (June 8) to Trieste

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Portuguese India. 1856 (June 25): Entire letter written and dated from Ponda to Nova Goa, 
struck on reverse with fine strike of outstandingly rare "Ponda / P.P." (Post Paid) in red. 
Slight repairable flap tear on reverse but of great rarity, with only two letters from the archive 
struck in this manner.
In 1840 a postal regulation appeared by which 5 administrations were created for Portuguese 
India, namely Nova Goa (Pangim), Mapuca, Bicholim, Ponda and Margao. This regulation 
stated that handstamps were to be supplied to the Post Offices with "P.P." to be used for 
prepaid mail, "P.N.P." for unpaid mail, "Livre" for Official mail carried free of charges and 
"Segura" for registered mail. Until very recently only Goa, Mapuca and Margao handstamps 
had been recorded and these rare markings were only found on out-going mail to Portugal 
or British India.
